What is the vision for music in your school and how does this align with the wider school vision or
mission?

To be dll inclusive in terms of all children involved in solo, group, whole class/year group
and whole school singing/instrumental playing clearly linked to National Curriculum
expectations.

What do you feel the current strengths and challenges are for music in your school?

Strengths: Whole school singing and all children are given opportunities to play
instrumental music in Years 2 and 3 with many continuing into Years 3-6. Opportunities in
lessons to play instrumental music as a soloist and in ensembles.

Challenges: Extra challenge includes more complex solo lines/rhythms and performing
basic chord progressions (primary triads). Singing in 2-4 parts (rounds and basic harmony
awareness).

What key components/strategies will you put in place to support the development of music in the
school during the academic year 2024-257?

Auditing of resources to ensure sufficient resources for activities. School concerts 3 times
a year for singers and instrumentalists. Monitoring of teaching provision across the school.

In what ways are you able to facilitate inclusive music making opportunities for Children and Young
People in your school?
