This has left staff new to school,
and the profession, reporting higher
confidence levels in regard to PE delivery
and better outcomes for children than they
could have delivered without this level of
support.

92% of all KS2 children attended one of the
residential visits organised by school. The
children took part in sports / activities they
had never tried before such as archery,
rowing, canoeing, rock climbing, abseiling,
orienteering and hiking. The children
reported having higher aspirations as a
result of the trip. Many discussed working
in a rural setting and wanting to be an
outdoor activity leader when they returned
to school. The children’s horizons were also
broadened as they experience a rural
environment away from our inner city
school context.

All children in school from Y1 to Y6
participated in a competitive sporting event
against another school, once per term,
across the academic year. In Y5/6
competitive teams played in local netball
and football leagues. As a result of these
actions, more children were signposted to

local clubs as a result of attending these
